Coach and Player Selection Procedures

Adopted by the Board of Directors on June 10, 2010

A.
Coach Selection

1. Head Coach of Each Division:

The Athletic Director has the responsibility of reviewing all coach applications. The Head Coaches of each weight/age Division shall decide among themselves who will be the head coach for the Division I Team, II Team and any remaining team(s). If the coaches cannot come to a consensus, then the Athletic Director shall make a recommendation to the Board of Directors (Board). The Board shall then consider the recommendations from the Athletic Director for the Division I, II and III coaches, and then vote on and give final approval of the head coach for each division.

Head Coach Selection Criteria

The following criteria shall be taken into consideration when selecting Head Coaches for each weight/age division and when determining which coach shall take the Division I Team, II Team, etc.:     

a. Number of years as a Head Coach with the Camarillo Cougars

b. Number of years as incumbent division head coach 

c. Regular season and post-season record in prior years

d. Number of years as an Assistant Coach with the Cougars

e. Experience of the assistant coaching staff 

f. Feedback from coach evaluation forms

g. Letters to the Board from the coach

h. Reference letters regarding the coach

B.
Player Selection 

1. Players shall be evaluated and rated during the week of Mandatory Conditioning Camp by, but not limited to, all registered Head Coaches and Assistant Coaches. 

2. Each team shall carry a maximum of 22 players. Registration shall coincide with establishing teams in 22 player block increments. (Example: 22, 44, or 66 players). Registrants beyond or in between these numbers shall be placed on a waiting list. Head Coaches may carry more than 22 players at their discretion.

3. The draft shall be conducted immediately following completion of the final day of the mandatory conditioning camp.

4. Players shall not be told of their potential draft position.

5. Each Head Coach shall be allowed 3 coach option picks and shall name their picks prior to the draft. These 3 players shall be included in the 14 player selection and each shall count as one selection.

6. Any players recruited by a Head Coach shall also be included in the 14 player selection and shall count as one selection. Refer to Section C. Player Recruiting for details on how players are recruited.

7. The Division I Team coach shall select first and shall select 14 players.

8. The Division II Team coach shall select next and shall select 14 players.

9. If there is a Division III team, the III Team coach shall select next and select 14 players.

10. If there are more than 3 teams, then the next team shall select 14 players and so on until all the teams have selected their first 14 players.

11. The remaining players shall be selected in a reverse draft, starting with the lowest ranked team (e.g. Division II or III team):

a. The Division III team shall select first

b. The Division II team shall select second

c. The Division I team shall select third

d. The Division I team shall select first

e. The Division II team shall select second

f. The Division III team shall select third

g. The Division III team shall select first

In this order, the selection process shall continue until all players have been selected.












12. In the event there are only two teams within a specific weight/age division, the remaining players will be selected in a reverse draft starting with the lower ranked team selecting first. Every pick thereafter shall alternate back-and-forth evenly until all players have been selected.  

13. When necessary, the team selection order shall be maintained in order to select players who require moving up or down into a different weight/age division.

14. Good Faith Rule: When Coaches select their players, it shall de done with the overall spirit of sportsmanship, fairness and even competition. Coaches shall make selections in “good faith” in order to not over select players at the same position that may result in hindering the selection and team formation of the next selecting coach(es). The Board shall intercede, if necessary, in the event the Good Faith Rule is not adhered to.

Player Recruiting 

1. Recruiting of players shall start on the first day of registration and shall continue until the end of registration.

2. Head Coaches may recruit players to their team that did not play the previous season for the Camarillo Cougars.

3. A recruited player shall be placed on the coach’s team for that season. In subsequent seasons, the player shall participate in the normal team selection process as described in Section B. Player Selection.

4. The parent/guardian of the recruited player shall sign a recruitment consent form and submit it at the time of registration.

5. Each Head Coach shall turn in a list of recruits to the Athletic Director on or before the end of registration.

6. The Athletic Director shall then match the lists to the consent forms and approve the recruited players.

D. 2010 Player option

1. Players in divisions higher than Bantam who remain in the same division as their 2009 coaching squads can opt to play for that team’s coach for the 2010 season regardless of their ranking in skill.
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
